	3. How will we communicate when something is bothering one of us?


	

	4. How would you like to be approached if I have a question for you? (i.e., cultural, religious, lifestyle difference, etc.)


	

	5. How will we confront each other if one (or our guest) of us is violating University policy or law in the room/suite/house (i.e. underage drinking, drug use, etc.)
